You must intend 
to continue the study of an orchestral stringed instrument as a college major or minor or 
for personal enrichment while pursuing a college degree. Applications must be received 
no later than April 1 of the current year. The scholarship will be awarded at the final 
subscription concert of the Monmouth Symphony Orchestra during May.
